Appleseed Community Mental Health Center also has other housing grants to help individuals facing homelessness.  These include: 





A grant from the 


Ohio Department of Development (ODOD).  





With this grant, an applicant’s eligibility is determined by Associated Charities.  If s/he qualifies, s/he is sent to Appleseed CMHC for the following types of assistance: 





Rent payments


Security Deposits


Assistance with utility bills

Ohio Department of Mental Health (ODMH) through the Mental Health & Recovery Board of Ashland County  





This grant offers assistance to area residents who are homeless or in danger of becoming homeless and are severely mentally disabled or who have children who are seriously emotionally disturbed.    This grant, entitled the Housing Assistance Program (HAP) offers the following assistance: 





Security deposits


Rent payments


Utility deposits


Furnishings


Kitchen equipment


Food items  








What Types of Assistance Can Applicants Receive?





Applicants who qualify for the grant may receive the following types of assistance: 





Security deposit and rent payments


Utility allotments


Transportation assistance


Child care


Educational funds








How Many Families Can Be Accepted?





Thirty families will be helped over the entire grant period of three years.  However, a total of six families may be assisted at any given point during the grant’s tenure.  








How Can a Family Apply?





Families may either be referred from a community organization, such as Associated Charities, KnoHoCo, Salvation Army, the Shelter in Richland County, the Red Cross, Law Enforcement, the Department of Health, etc., or families may self-refer by walking-in or calling to make an appointment to complete the application process.

What is the Supportive Housing Program “Keys to Transition”?





This is a three year grant awarded to Appleseed Community Mental Health Center by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  It is designed, as part of a Continuum of Care strategy, to assist homeless families in the transition from homelessness to permanent housing and maximum self-sufficiency.   











What are the Goals?





The grant is created to help homeless families meet three overall goals:  





Find and maintain permanent housing;


Increase their skills and/or incomes; and 


 Achieve greater self-determination.        











Who is Eligible?   





To qualify, applicants must be families who are either homeless or facing homelessness due to eviction, natural disaster, unemployment or underemployment or be currently housed in a shelter or transitional housing unit.
